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Pilot Accreditation for Artificial Intelligence Management System Certification Body

This document is a manual applied by KAB to provide
pilot  accreditation for the Artificial Intelligence
Management System (hereinafter “AIMS”) certification
bodies.

This document consists only of matters for pilot
accreditation for AIMS certification bodies, and for
matters not specified in this document, the latest
edition of the Accreditation Manual for Conformity
Assessment Bodies (KAB-AM-CAB) published by KAB
applies.
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Policies for Pilot Accreditation Operation

2.1 UdrAfst

General

KAB adheres to applicable international standards or
criteria and related laws in operating pilot accreditation
services.

Pilot application period is one year from the date of
issuance of this document, and the period can be
extended or shortened if necessary.

Pilot accreditation applies only to certification bodies
that maintain at least one(1) scheme accreditation from
KAB.

IAF Resolution 2015-14(Non-Accredited Certification
Where the MS CB is Accredited for the Same Scope) is
not applied during the Pilot accreditation period.

Requirement of Certification Bodies

The Certification bodies applying, and accredited as a
AIMS pilot certification body shall comply all of
requirements of this document.

The certification bodies must clearly state that this is a
pilot certification in the contract signed with their
clients, and provide guidance on the limitations (eg.,
Reference to certification and use of marks) resulting
from the pilot certification.

When AIMS formal accreditation is launched, KAB will
announce the criteria and procedure necessary for
transfer to formal accreditation, and the certification
bodies shall comply with those.
